Ans, The seventh chapter of first Corinthians contains very good
lessons on the subject of marriage and its relauionshln, and it 1is so
plain that it hardly needs any comment by which to obtain the desired
information, If the party concerned would carefully restudy the whole
chapter and then sum Paults teachings it will be readily scen that he
is not insisting that the followers of Christ should remain gﬂnvle,
neither 1s he insisting that they should be married, but he 1s plainly
setting forth the possible results in both cases; then he leaves the
matter to be decided personally by those who are eoncerned,

In the beginning of this chapter he sums his own statement of
verse 1 by saying: "Neverthelegs, to avoid fornicﬁtlon, let every man
have his own wife, and let overy woman have her own husband." (vcrse 2.)
Then he continues: "Brethren, let every man, wherein he is called,
therein abide with Godi Art thou bound finto'a wife? seck not to be
loosed. Art thou loosed from a wife? seek not a wife. But and if
thou marry, thou hast not sinned; &nd if a¥irgin marry, she hath not
sinned.," (verses 24,27,28.)

In verses 32 and 33 he gives the reason for preferring single life
by saying: "He that is unmarried careth for the things that belong to
the Lord, how he may please theslLord: but he that is merslcd cqreth for
the thlngs that are of the wonld, how he may please his wife. "T sup-

pose therefore that this is good for the present distress.” (Vcrue 264 )

That is, those wlio WBrsiMmarried were more or less tled up with
home and family problems vh"cn under the conditions then, "present dis«-
tress," were not at liberty Bo serve the Lord as effoctually in the
proclamation of the@goapel as 1l they werc single, The Lollow;ng shows
that his request 1s néx COmpulsOfy but rather o matter of
choice. "So then he that giveth her in marriage doeth well; but he
that gilveth her not in marrisge doeth better." (verse 38.)
