(without our knowledge or sanction) in the Code Vol. 16 # 1 of Jan.=Mar. 1974
published from Salem, South Carolina. -

We are counseled in the Spirit of Prophecy in C.W. 74, "Those who speak
to the people through our periodicals should perserve unity among themselves,
lHothing that savors of dissension- should be found in our publications, Satan
is always seeking to cause dissension, for well he knows that by this means he
can most effectually conteract the work of God., We should not give place to his

devices,"

For many months we brethern here in California have pleaded and written
to the brethern at the Salem headquarters trying to work with them privately
hoping not to bring it before all the brethern in the field until we had
exhausted every resource so0 as not to bring reproach upon the cause of God
as we are admonished in D,A, 440-441, All of our efforts have been of ho avail,
consequently many of us signed a petition to the ExecutiveCouncil which they
made public, and printed in their Jan.-Mar. 1974 Code which was sent to the
whole Davidian Field. We now have no alternative but to pféséhf'the facts to
you brethern in the field, It is with no deep pleasure that we are forced to
make public a few of the errors that have originated from headquarters at Salem,
South Carolina,
